Call for Papers and Presentations

You are cordially invited to submit information in response to this call for papers and presentations, which would be included in the ASQ Dallas Section 1402 Fall Quality Conference. The conference theme is “2010: A Quality Odyssey”, and the conference will be organized into four related educational tracks.  We seek examples of materials based on research of interest to practitioners or on experiences that relate to achieving quality.

Technical Program Overview: Technical papers and presentations should be practitioner-oriented. They must fit thematically into one of the four planned educational tracks (see below). Presentation material must fit within a 60 minute content limit, with an allowance of 15 minutes for a post-presentation question and answer period.  A topic can be submitted for a sequential double-slot duration, as needed. One complimentary admission to the 1-day conference program is provided for each technical presentation selected by the conference committee for inclusion in the conference program. Travel and hotel expenses are the responsibility of each speaker.

Paper and Presentation Submissions: A paper abstract of 450-600 words and a completed Technical Presentation Submission Form are required by June 15, 2010. Notifications of acceptance will be sent to submitters by July 1, 2010. Suggested Presentation Topics
Leadership Track:

Topics relate to the role that Leadership plays in high quality, customer satisfaction, and winning products. Presentations may cover success stories, and methods of building leadership throughout an organization. Suggested ideas:

(         Language of Leaders – why it matters

(         Proper Public Relations, vs. Propaganda

Tools and Processes Track:

Topics may address applying methods, processes, and tools to general or specific industries. Attendees should be able to take away new and practical ideas or deeper understanding of featured tools. Suggested ideas: 

(         It’s 2010, is there anything new in that toolbox?

(         Innovative applications of favorite tools and processes

Lean and 6 Sigma Track:

Topics relate specifically to Lean and 6 Sigma methods, tools, and experiences, and may address the topics separately or explore combinations of applications. Suggested ideas:

Is it ok to get mean about Lean?

Back to basics, when and where to begin the journey

Personal Quality Track:

Track presentations explore the personal journey to quality, and may discuss personal and professional development, presentation, the influence of bias and culture, soft-skills, and empowerment.  Example ideas:

Does your digital footprint have high quality?

What’s your Quality IQ

What initials should I have after my name?
